“My work begins with the exploration of Pre-Columbian textiles especially from northern Chilean cultures, as well as from other Latin American cultures. This knowledge of the Pre-Columbian world is generally limited to the scarce remains that can be found among the rubble of ancient temples, cemeteries, etc., providing glimpses of the material existence of Pre-Hispanic life. Objects such as textiles, which involve us in a search for acts and ideas lost over time, are a mute witness of the past; in them, words are missing to unravel their meaning.
