A graduate in audiovisual communication by IORTV (Official Institute of Radio and Television, Complutense University of Madrid). He has made investigation and research in new media at the Foundation Daniel Langloise (Montreal) and in video at Videographe Center (Quebéc). 

Duero has been involved in curating and organizing exhibitions and art events Since 1998, both as an artistic director and curator. He has worked developing projects for museums, art centers and institutions 

Duero has been artistic director of the Observatori Festival held yearly at The Museum of The Arts, Valencia (2005 to 2007) 

Some of his ongoing projects include: “Abierto por Obras”, a sound art project for MATADERO, Madrid, VISION:A, a project for Instituto Cervantes and the LOOP Art Fair to be shown internationally in Beijing, Milano, Lyon and Casablanca, Kick The Trash, a performance and new media exhibition to be held at CBA Art Center, Madrid, Kippenland, a solo show by Abdul Vas at Museo Pablo Serrano de Aragón, Zaragoza, and the curatorial development of TENTACIONES for the International Contemporary Art Fair ESTAMPA. 

Some of his past projects are: Broadcasting Art, a collective project of sound art for MUSAC Museum of Castilla-León, Video at -20º a collective canadian video exhibition for Caixaforum Art Center (Barcelone), Art in the Street, a collective video show for PHOTOESPAÑA Festival (Madrid), guest curator of TENTACIONES, the cutting-edge art section of ESTAMPA International Art Fair (Madrid), Curator of MAP Multi Art Program at the CICC Art Center (San Sebastian), New Media curator for the Standart Art Show (Madrid), Guest curator for CGAC Museum of Art (Santiago de Compostela), curator for VideoMix project at LCE La casa Encendida Art Center (Madrid) and associated curator of the Madrid Edition Art Fair. 

Duero is adviser of AVAM (Association of Visual Artists of Madrid),CRAC committee (Center of Resources and Artistic Production)and he is also a member of the advisers committee for ESTAMPA Art Fair. 

He collaborates in cultural programs for Radio 3 RNE (National Radio of Spain) both as journalist as well as adviser. 

Duero is a member of the proposal committee of the Fair Play Prize, Berlin. An award dedicated to film and video works aiming to explore filmic language effect in art. 

Is also a member of the selection committee of ARTPORT, an initiative of The New York Foundation for the Arts, a series of international art projects that are produced on networking basis. The first one, HURAKAN, was presented at the past edition of Art Basel 2007. 

During 2008, has been responsable for the AVLAB of the Media Lab Prado Madrid, directing the workshop for audio/video projects AVLAB 1.0. 

In 2009, Duero has been appointed by ARCO as guest curator for the Performance program Performing Los Angeles 2010. 

Since 2008 is a member of Pensart, a platform for cultural mediation.
